1.	Purpose.  To provide guidance concerning use of project identification signboards, including location, size, suitable project types, and application of renderings to signboards.  It is intended that the plates in enclosure (1) be used in conjunction with the guidance below on all projects. 





2.	Background.  Reference (a) was issued to provide guidance for proper application of project identification signboards on NAVFAC projects.  Some confusion and inconsistencies have occurred among the EFDs and EFAs in applying the guidance of reference (a) to their projects.  In particular, the application of renderings to project signs has not been addressed with consistency.





3.	Technical Guidance.  Until reference (a) and its accompanying plates are replaced by NFGS-01580B, follow the guidance specified herein.





	a.  Size and Location:  The size of the signboards depicted on Plates 1 and 2 of enclosure (1) is a minimum (4 x 8 ft/1220 x 2440 mm vertical orientation).  Adjust size to suit location on construction site, massing, distance from most traveled road, traffic speed, etc.  Support project signs according to Plates 3 and 4 of enclosure (1).  When a sign larger than the minimum is warranted, provide adequate support and bracing based on local soil and wind conditions, and increase the lettering size in proportion to the dimensions of the sign.





	b.  Suitable Projects:  Provide signboards for all MILCON projects and other significant facility projects.  Significant projects are those which are located in an area visible to large numbers of people, have visual construction activities, are of high interest to the activity, or are large in size or scope.





	c.  Rendering:  Provide renderings on signboards for all MILCON and other projects for which a rendering was prepared during the design phase.  Provide renderings on other projects of large size and scope that have high interest and high visibility for which a visual depiction is warranted.  Renderings are generally not required for projects located in remote areas, projects 
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involving only interior work, parking lots, and utilities projects whether overhead or underground.  Renderings may be either mounted under plexiglas (as depicted on Plates 2 and 5 of enclosure (1)) or may be electrostatically printed on vinyl that is weather resistant and UV resistant with a life span of three years.  The basic price of a product that meets these requirements, 3M Scotchprint, starts at $25 per square foot or $150 for a nominal 24 x 36 inch (610 x 915 mm) rendering.





	d.  Key Information:  All signboards shall prominently display the projected completion date (ex: “Coming in the Fall of '98”) and estimated construction cost in rounded dollar amounts (ex: “Cost: $24,000,000”). Use descriptive phrasing such as “200 Room Bachelor Quarters” for the name of the building.





	e.  Existing Projects:  For projects that are “on the shelf” and for all suitable advertised and awarded projects for which a sign has not yet been procured, employ the signboards described in enclosure (1).  Provide new signboards on all ongoing MILCON jobs unless waived by the EFD/EFA Commander/Commanding Officer based on interest, visibility, size, available funds, and nearness of completion.





	f.  Air Force Projects:  Use Plates 6 and 7 for projects involving U. S. Air Force facilities.  These plates are based on Engineering Technical Letter (ETL) 93-1, Construction Signs. 





4.	Action.  NAVFAC project managers, design architects and engineers, and construction managers:  ensure signboards depicted in enclosure (1) are employed for suitable projects and are considered early in the project’s development.  It is recommended that EFD/EFA A/E Guides address the rendering and signboard requirements in this guidance.  Discuss the applicability of a project signboard with the using activity.  Do not leave the decision for a signboard to the project A/E.  





NAVFAC Code 15C will forward revised specification and plates to NAVFAC Code 15G for incorporation into the Construction Criteria Base (CCB).





5.	Cancellation.  This interim technical guidance is canceled when the revised NFGS-01580B and its accompanying plates appear in the NAVFAC Guide Specification Database on CCB.
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6.	Electronic Copy of Enclosure (1).  An electronic copy of enclosure (1) has been provided to each EFD/EFA Technical Standards Specialist.
